APPROACHES TO LEARNING 
Frog Street Toddler’s Approaches to Learning (including curiosity, attention, communication, and persistence) are embedded in and across all 
domains. The end of each week’s unit provides examples of how learning approaches are infused throughout the program. Examples are on pages 
10, 20, 30, 40 of each guide.  
Learning Centers (introduced weekly on pages 3, 13, 23, and 33) provide many opportunities for children to use different methods of exploration, 
including all of their senses. They encourage children to observe people, events, and objects  re-create interesting effects  explore  perform trial 
and error  display creativity, curiosity and persistence—and develop confidence.
